We are talking
about sidewalk cafes that Eu-
rope is well known for. A café
with the concept of a Europe-
an sidewalk is here to satiate
your coffee craving and more.
Le Café, inside Hyderabad
Novotel Convention Centre,
is an all-day cafeteria that has
everything from small eats to
slightly bigger bites. What

would make anyone go weak
in their knees is their line of
pastries, tarts and doughnuts.
But this could be the one stop
place for some divine coffee
too.

Le Café is in the hallway
that connects the Novotel
convention centre with the
hotel. And it’s not possible to
resist the aroma of the coffee
beans and the various hot and
cold creamy brews. Add to
this aroma, fruity and choco-
laty fragrance of the foods on
display fills the air.

The best way to experience
the food at Le Café is by sit-
ting in the lounge next to the

coffee shop. The view of the
driveway through the glass fa-
cade adds a different feel to
the place. There is a lot to de-
cide on the eats and drinks.
The menu has varied choice
depending to suit every appe-
tite. And those on a binge trip
can simply break loose.

What would probably at-
tract everyone’s attention are
the chocolate bags. Yes, bags
made of chocolate. The made-
to-sit chocolate bags look real
with creases in place.

If you are in a mood to cool
down before going on a binge
trip, nothing can beat the iced
mocha — a smooth, creamy,

frothy brew. Enjoy this with a
dessert spoon; on second
thoughts, the coffee brownie
isn’t a bad idea either.

The food menu has a choice
of breakfast section, salads,
savouries, sandwiches and
wraps, savouries, ice cream
sundaes, pastries and desserts
and bakery selection. The
place also has a special coffee
collection including a special-
ity coffee. Ask for Tendem Es-
presso Cioecolate and stay
visibly pleased. It isn’t just
pleasing to the eye but also on
the palate. This order comes
as a hot-bitter brew with a
cold-sweet créme combina-

tion. The trick is to dip the
créme in the brew and polish
it off from the spoon.

From the ready-to-eat food
choices, you can choose be-
tween Paneer kathi roll and a
Chicken tikka kathi roll. The
next choice would be the Ba-
con-lettuce-tomato sandwich
and Chicken tikka kathi roll.
The best choice, however, is a
haleem and boiled egg sand-
wich. Among savouries, go for
the Punjabi samosa or Corn
patti samosa. The Chicken
patti samosa and the Lamb
kheema turnover will be a de-
light for non veg lovers.

The place has an amazing

array of doughnuts with fla-
vours like lemon and orange,
vanilla, strawberry and choco-
late. To call it a meal or a treat,
finish the Le Café experience
with a tiramisu sampler or
cheese cup cakes.
